Note From Father 

Last Friday there was no Mass offered here 

at Saint Albert’s, since I had to leave early 
to go to Columbus for a Funeral Mass with 

Absolution and Burial for a parishioner of 
the former parish of Saint Clare’s. Then in 
the early evening I had to attend a parish 

meeting of Saint Anthony of Padua Mission 
in Columbus to discuss the future of the 

Mission and the possibility of a more per-
manent location for the celebration of the 
Holy Sacrifice of the Mass. Please pray 

that we may soon find a suitable place for 
the faithful in Columbus. Yesterday, Father 

Thielen left for his Mission visit to Boston .  
He will by away until the end of the 
month, so please be understanding that 

confessions will be rather restricted for the 
next couple of weeks. Next week, I will be 

out of town, so there will be no Mass at St. 
Albert’s from Monday to Thursday. 

    
Today, a week after the great feast of the 
Assumption of our Blessed Lady, we cele-

brate the Feast of the Immaculate Heart of 
Mary. The devotion to the Immaculate 

Heart is a very important and salutary 
one. Our Blessed Lady herself visited this 
earth at the beginning of the nineteenth 

century to stress the devotion to her Im-
maculate Heart. The entire month of Au-

gust is dedicated to the Immaculate Heart, 
but we should remember that the First 
Saturday of every month is dedicated to 

making reparation to the Immaculate 
Heart of Mary.  

 
In 1889, an Italian woman named Maria 

Iglese, prompted by an interior revelation, 

instituted the pious practice of 
“Communions of Reparation to the Im-

maculate Heart of Mary” with the approval 
and recommendation of her bishop. In 
1904 she composed a series of prayers for 

each mystery of the Rosary, as well as 
prayers for the Holy Hour Reparation to 

Mary. She brought these to Rome and 
Pope Pius X indulgenced them immedi-
ately, warmly encouraging Maria to con-

tinue her apostolate. He later encouraged 
this devotion throughout the Church. 

Thus, with St. Pius X, the First Saturday 
Devotion of Reparation to the Immaculate 
Heart was introduced. He later promoted it 

further by the granting of additional indul-
gences on June 13th, 1912. “All the Faith-

ful who, on the first Saturday or first Sun-
day of twelve consecutive months, devote 

some time to vocal or mental prayer in 
honor of the Immaculate Virgin in Her 
Conception gain, on each of these days, a 

plenary indulgence. Conditions: Confes-
sion, Communion, and prayers for the In-

tentions of the Sovereign Pontiff.” 
 

Five years later, on that same date, June 

13th, there took place at Fatima the great 

manifestation of the Immaculate Heart of 

Mary. Do not neglect this very important 

and salutary devotion.

The heart is one of the most important parts 
of the human body. It is the source from 
which and through which our life's blood 
flows to our veins, and is thus distributed to 
the various parts of our bod-
ies. It is the first organ to 
function when we begin our 
existence as human beings, 
and the last to cease to op-
erate when death comes. 
Many deaths are attributed 
to failure of the heart, and 
this might well be given as 
the cause of all deaths. Of all 
the organs of the human 
body the heart seems to be 
the most vital. With it life be-
gins and ends. It is the be-
ginning and the end, the alpha and the 
omega, of our physical existence. When all 
our other members are conquered one by 
one, the final battle for life is fought in the 
arena of the heart. When the heart fails, 
death ensues, and the recording angel 
writes our finis. 
 

The importance of the heart, however, does 
not consist so much in its physical qualities 
and operations as in that it is the seat of the 
affections. This is due chiefly to the close 
union that exists between the soul and the 
body. Through this union the corporeal heart 
responds promptly to the affections of the 
soul; it expands with joy, contracts with grief, 
melts as it were with compassion, quickens 
its pace with hope, and little by little be-
comes the prey to sorrow and sadness 
which finally devour it. The expression, "he 
died of heart trouble," is sometimes another 
way of saying, "he died of grief," or "he died 
of a broken heart." 
 

The following will treat the devotion to the 

Immaculate Heart of Mary under various as-
pects; its nature and object, its origin and 
history, and some of the forms by which it is 
known to us today. 

 

The nature and subject of the 
devotion to the heart of Mary 
is first to receive our attention. 
Man is inclined to be satisfied 
with what he sees with his 
eyes, and to judge his 
neighbour according to exter-
nal circumstances. But God. 
"the Searcher of reins and 
hearts," has a different way of 
seeing and judging. "Nor do I 
judge according to the look of 
man, " He says, "for man 

seeth those things that appear, but the Lord 
beholdeth the heart" (I Kings 16:7). The Psalm-
ist tells us that "The searcher of hearts and 
reins is God" (Ps. 7:10). God's standard of 
judging should be ours in regard to our 
neighbour in general, and particularly in re-
gard to our Blessed Lady, of whom it may be 
said that "all the glory of the king's daughter 
is within" (Ps. 44: 14). 

 

In order to discover the secrets and treas-
ures of nature and thus make their contribu-
tion to knowledge, scientists penetrate into 
the very bosom of the earth, explore un-
known regions, descent into the depths of 
the ocean, ascent with the powers of their 
minds into the heavens above. Can we be 
less solicitous and industrious in our efforts 
to understand the greatness and glories of 
Mary? What are all the works of creation 
compared to this masterpiece of God's 
hand? The science of Mary is the greatest of 
all sciences, after that of God, and if we wish 
to acquire this science, we must penetrate 

Devotion to the Heart of Mary, and the History thereof 
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into the very depths of Mary's heart. 

 
By common consent, the heart is recog-
nized as the symbol of our affections, of our 
passions good and bad, of our love - the 
source of all our affections. That "the heart 
is the man" is an old and a true saying - the 
man with all his various emotions and ten-
dencies, his likes and dislikes, his strength 
and weakness; the man with all his delicacy 
and sensitiveness, which are the sources of 
all his pleasures and pains. Now, if all this 
may be said of any man it applies in a spe-
cial to Mary, the most refined and the most 
sensitive of all human beings. 
 
Besides all this, the heart of Mary was the 
heart of a mother. And only mothers are ca-
pable of understanding a mother's heart. 
They alone know that a mother's love for 
her child, no matter how defective and un-
worthy he may be, is proof against every 
test to which it is subjected. Friends may 
desert us one by one until there are 
scarcely any left, but there is one friend who 
can always be depended upon - mother. If 
this is true of all mothers in general, how 
much truer it is of Mary! She is no ordinary 
mother: she is the Mother of God and the 
Mother of the whole human race. God's own 
Son was conceived in her womb and born 
of her. He became her Son, and she be-
came His Mother. Consequently she is the 
Mother of God. And she became our 
Mother, and we became her children as she 
stood at the foot of the cross of her dying 
Son, when He said to her: 'Woman, behold 
thy son," and to St. John: "Behold thy 
Mother" (John 19:26,27). 

 

Our devotion to the Heart of Mary is but one 
of many ways of honoring her. We honor 
Mary when we honor her Heart, with all that 
it represents and symbolizes: her joys, her 
sorrows, her sufferings, her virtues, her per-

fections, her love of God, her love of her di-
vine Son, her love of us her sinful and un-
worthy children. Thus we select the Heart of 
Mary, the most noble and significant part of 
her body, as the object of our special atten-
tion and homage; and the honor we show 
that Heart is intended for the entire person 
of Mary, with all her personality. 

 

In origin and history the devotion to the 
Heart of Mary has much in common with the 
devotion to the Heart of Jesus. They are as 
closely related as are the Mother and the 
Son. The two devotions go hand in hand. 
We cannot think of the one without thinking 
of the other. They were originally most 
closely associated, and they are so today. It 
was only in the second half of the eight-
eenth century that they were temporarily 
separated for the sake of expediency. That 
is, the devotion to the Heart of Mary was 
kept in the background until such time as 
the devotion to and the feast of the Sacred 
Heart of Jesus were successfully estab-
lished.
